Successful manufacture of Porsche

accelerator plates prompts VW order

Accelerator pedal plate
Golf RS 32

Last year, WILDEN AG started the production of an
accelerator plate with a brushed high-grade steel frame
for the Porsche Carrera S of the 997 series. Now
WILDEN AG was selected as supplier of accelerator
plates for the 5-series Golf GTI and RS 32.

Modern cars interiors need to combine technical

perfection with high safety standards and a harmonious

design. The use of “cool” materials with a technical

appearance, such as elements with a brushed steel finish

is becoming increasingly popular. In a pilot project with

its customer Hella KGaA Hueck & Co, WILDEN AG,

supplier of high-quality interior solutions for the

Accelerator pedal plate automotive industry, developed a production method
Porsche Carrera S which allows insert moulding of the high-grade steel
frame for the accelerator plate of the Porsche Carrera.

For the production of accelerator pedal plates for the
new 5-series Golf, the specialist selected a different
production method, which also meets the most stringent
quality requirements. “The German automotive magazine
“Auto-Motor-Sport” singled out the Golf GTI interior for
its high-quality finish,” says Christian Liebl, project
manager of WILDEN AG. “Our premium-quality
accelerator pedal ensures that this standard is
maintained.” The interior component of the Golf GTl is
produced with a technology that was completely new
Fuselleetiay ek ks to all parties involved in the manufacturing process: the
5-series Golf GTI with high-grade steel plate is attached to the circumference
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Customer Hella specified that the metal plate must
not be dented or scratched during processing. Moreover,
the plate must stay firmly in place across its entire
lifecycle, as loosening of the plate would cause a noise
every time the accelerator pedal is pushed.

The accelerator pedal plate is made from long-fibre
Mold for reinforced PP and brushed high-grade steel. WILDEN
accelerator pedal plate AG’s partner for punching applications developed a
special assembly tool which allows flanging of the ears
in a conventional press. Mounting the pedal plate
without damage was a major challenge. Christian Liebl
explains the problem: “The surface of the RS 32
operating element is very large and has almost no
access holes. This can easily cause damage.” The three
lugs in the operating element posed another problem
for adapting the part for plastic processing. As the outer
lugs are stretched during deep drawing, the plastic
part needed to be adapted to ensure that the plastic
notches are centrally aligned with the blank.

The plastic part used for the accelerator pedal plate
was produced in a stack mould operated at HorSovsky
' Tyn. First, the living hinge of the accelerator pedal plate
e e was inserted. Following a 180° rotation, the polymer
material was injected. During this phase, the finished
parts could be removed from the stationary mould half
and new living hinges could be inserted. The living
hinge retained its mobility as a result of coining during
mould closure. During its service life, it is moved more
than two million times. Working order of this part
without wear and fatigue can only be guaranteed if
the living hinges are heated to a temperature of at least
90° C (x10° C) when inserted, coined and in-mould
laminated. Therefore, the living hinges were heated to
100° C in a pre-heating oven. An infrared temperature
measuring system then tested the temperature of the
inserted hinge and would send an error message if the
temperature was not sufficient. The system ensures that WILDEN AG
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was in-mould laminated at the specified temperature. Germany
